Food products are difficult 1o enumerate, and it is difficult
to quantify the quality, characteristics and specifications
i it. Every year, the word is witnessing hundreds of
different kinds of new food products, different types and
sources of raw malerials,

The total number of establishments operating in the food
industries registered in the third industdial chambers
tAmman, Zarqa and irbid) in 2014 mached 8922 local
gstablishments compared '  the number of
establishments in 2008 with 852 establishments

regislering an increase of 2.8%

The exponts of the sector constituled 34% according to
the 2044 census issued by the Jordanian Chamber of
Industry. Of the total industrial exports, this large number
of exports reflects the qually and advantages of
Jordanian products in this sector.

Exports of procassed food products from Jordan have
increased significantly since the beginning of 2000 -
aboul 2.6% between 2003 and 2013 in terms of value in
US dollars. _




Jordan's imports of processed foods far exceed its
axports - US $ 2170 million of imports in 2013
compared to US § 535 million in exports.

Much of this is due to the importation:of low-processed
food products based on agricultural outputs that the
Jordamian  agricatural  sector cannot  produce
competitive quantities such as cows, sugar, processed
grains and oils {other than olive oil) such as sunflower oil
and paim oil. While the dairy sector in Jordan is strong
and vital for a country with litle water, for many types of
dairy products it is in a disadvantageous position 1o
compara with countries with more favorable climatic
-conditions for the dairy industry and as a result Jordan
imports more than five times the value of its products
Dairy products.

As a result, imports of processed foods come to Jordan
from a wide range of countries. The main suppliers of
“food supplies” in the region are Saudi Arabia, Egypt and
the United Arab Emirates, which have similar food
sectors in many respecis lo those of Jordan. The EU




countries, if taken overall, are also major suppliers of
processed food, including "food equipment”, althaugh
only the Netherlands are among the top 10 suppliers.
Equally important are supphers of low-processed food
commodities such as meat and milk. The main suppliers
are Brazil, the United $tates, Argentina and Australia,

The Food, Supplies, Agricultural and Livestock industey
sector is one of the most important Jordanian industrial
sectors which has a multiplicity and diversity of products
oftered in local markets. Such products are permanently
linked with the consumer's heailth and safety as food
items constitute a major seurce for the energy, as welt as
the building up of the human body since they contain
proteins, fals, sugars, starches in addition to vitamins
and minerals, This sector has many advantages that are
intertwined and interconnacted with several other
industria! sectors and that serve fo form an associative
kind of integration with other sectors. This sector is one
